Marijuana and the Risks

Marijuana is a psychoactive drug, containing close to 500 chemicals including
THC, a minding-altering compound that causes harmful health effects. People
can use it in different ways: smoking it, using it in food, or even brewed as a tea.
The more THC the more dangerous it is.

Marijuana use comes with real risks that can impact both your health and life.
All ages are at real risk if using it. Today's marijuana is stronger than ever before,
with three times the concentration of THC compared to 25 years ago. The high-
er the THC amount, the stronger effects on the brain contributing to more
emergency room visits.

Here are some of the known risks of marijuana use:

o Can cause permanent IQ loss when people start use at a young age. This
does not recover even when one stops use.

o Studies link marijuana use to depression, anxiety, suicide planning, and psy-
chotic episodes.

o Research shows marijuana affects timing, movement, and coordination
which can harm athletic performance.

¢ Driving under the influence of marijuana leads to dangerous effects: slower
reactions, lane weaving, decreased coordination, and difficulty reacting to
signals and sounds on the road.

¢ Use during pregnancy may cause fetal growth restriction, premature birth,
stillbirth, and problems with brain development resulting in hyperactivity
and poor cognitive function. THC and other chemicals can be passed
through breast milk, further impacting a child's healthy development.

e Daily marijuana use affects a person’s daily life. Users are more likely to
have relationship problems, lower educational outcomes, lower career
achievement, and reduced life satisfaction.

Our bodies are a gift of God’s love. Jesus came to redeem not only our souls
but our bodies as well. Therefore, we show our gratitude for God’s love by hon-
oring him with our bodies and caring for them. As Saint Paul reminds believers
everywhere and at all times, Do you not know that your bodies are temples of the
Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you have received from God? You are not your
own; you were bought at a price. Therefore honor God with your bodies (I Corinthians
6:19,20). If you struggle with any kind of substance addiction, God provides for-
giveness and help. Talk to a pastor, seek medical help, and trust in the care and
mercy God provides.
