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Sports injuries can happen to any active person. Injuries can vary from minor to severe. The most common inju
ries can involve the ankle, knee, elbow, shoulder, and head. And there are many types of injuries such as broke
bones, sprains, dislocations, concussions, tendonitis, and strains. For moderate to severe injuries, seeing a prov
er for evaluation and treatment plan is strongly advised.

The Cleveland Clinic details what generally works best for minor sports injuries. Most minor sports injuries get
better in a few days with the RICE method:

fRestDondt use the injured area for a few days. | f
you dondot put your weight on the injured area.

1 Ice: Putice or cold packs on the injured area to reduce pain and swelling (for exampgh®, hinutes every
four hours).

1 Compression: Wrap the injured area in an elastic bandage to provide support and reduce swelling. Make
sure itdéds snug, but not so tight that it hurts o

1 Elevation: Prop up your injured body part, if possible above the level of your heart, to rest it and reduce
swelling. Use a pillow or something similar to keep the injury above your heart.

You also might consider takimgpnsteroidal antinflammatory drugs such as ibuprofen or naproxen.

It is always recommended to check with your doctor if you are unsure of what OTC pain medications are safe
for you.

Prevention is key to reduce your risk of sports injuries. Stretching before and after activity, wearing the proper
shoes and using safety equipment, gradually easing into a workout, staying hydrated with water, and listening
your body when something doesndt feel right are ju
